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Softball is a way of life for millions of people each year, and their choice for softball is the Amateur 
Softball Association, the national governing body of softball in the United States. 
 
Not every team can come home with a national championship, but the ASA softball program provides 
individuals an opportunity to have recreation, healthy and competitive fun playing slow pitch, fast 
pitch, or modified pitch, at levels ranging from local to national championships. 
 
Since its founding in 1933, the Amateur Softball Association has given the sport direction and strived 
to have the best program possible for the millions of people who play amateur softball each year.  
Many of them started playing in the ASA‘s Junior Olympic program before moving up to the adult 
division of play. 
 
ASA has kept its hand on the pulse of the softball community in America, and when needed, has 
added divisions of championship play to meet the interests of those involved in the ASA program.   
 
Today, ASA has more than 90 national championships, ranging from 10-under fast pitch to 75-over 
slow pitch.  Annually more than 40,000 players participate in ASA national championship finals and 
they are assured of playing some of the best teams in America. 
 
The tournaments they participate in are coordinated by well-qualified tournament staffs that care 
about the players participating in their national tournament and want them to enjoy playing in an ASA 
national championship. 
 
Besides well-run national championships, the participants are assured of nothing but the best in 
umpiring.  Each year more than 40,000 umpires register with one of the more than 90 ASA local 
associations.  The ASA annually hosts local, state, and national umpire clinics, which cover the nation 
and bring together the best instruction available in the sport to all 15 regions of ASA.  The ASA strives 
to make its umpires the best they can be, and ASA umpires are known for their professionalism and 
expertise. 
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The Metro Detroit Amateur Softball Association (MDASA) is an 
affiliation of the national Amateur Softball Association and one 
of more than 77 metro/state associations in the United States.  
The MDASA coverage area includes the counties of Oakland, 
Wayne, Macomb, and Livingston.

The volunteer board of MDASA is dedicated and committed to 
the game of softball – both youth and adult and for men and 
women.  MDASA went through some lean years in the 1960’s 
and 1970’s.  In 1979 there were a mere 100 teams and 75 
umpires registered through MDASA.  But in a matter of only 
three years, in 1982, MDASA became the number one metro 
association in the United States for production and registration 
gains in both umpires and teams registered.

Umpires  
MDASA is the only organization that offers mechanics training for both fast and slow pitch along with 
rule seminars.  These programs have been conducted annually since 1976.  MDASA has placed 
more than 140 local umpires in national ASA tournaments since 1990.   MDASA has 24 of these 
national tournament umpires in the National Indicator Fraternity (umpires who have worked three 
national tournaments).  ASA also recognizes umpires through the “Elite” umpire program and the 
Medals program. 
 
Structure  
The metro commissioner is responsible for the organization and implementation of all policies and 
procedures within the local association.  Board meetings, conducted by the President, are normally 
held the second Wednesday of the month, every other month, in the metro Detroit area.  More than 
10 sub-committees help the association continue to strive for excellence and promotion of the game 
of softball each year.

The success of your softball program is due, in part, to the quality of the umpires assigned to the 
games. Any official benefits from training at the beginning of each season. Young umpires, in 
particular, need to be schooled in the mechanics, positioning, rules and techniques of this avocation.

Each participating agency will have the opportunity to select a youth umpire to receive a plaque at our 
annual Umpire Awards Breakfast.
